Introduction & Motivation

Activity 1

The teacher goes over the agenda of the
lesson with Ss. The teacher reviews the
animal names with the Ss. The Ss will
sing the “Age Song” to get ready to
group. As they sing, they will walk
around and give high five to 2 different
friends. Then they will stop in front of
the board that has their age written on
it (6/7/8). The teacher will give each
group an animal card, and together they
will make a sound of that animal for the
rest of the class to guess.

Activity 2

The teacher passes out the worksheets.
Everyone will practice writing invisible
upper & lower case letters in the air first
for review. Then, Ss will be asked to
repeat the words.

Activity 3

The teacher reminds the Ss of the story
from last time, and highlights the key
sentences “Let me help you” and “thank
you” by providing additional pictures for
understanding.

Core Lesson

Activity 1: Teacher Reads

The teacher re-reads Little Red Hen
Bakes a Cake. Prior to reading, the
teacher has Ss practice saying “Let me
help you.” The Ss are asked to read this
specific sentence—which is highlighted
in a different color—as the teacher
reads. The co-reading experience is
designed to create familiarity and
participation.

Activity 2: Choral Reading

The teacher will read the story again.
This time, half of the class will co-read
the “Let me help you part,” and the rest
will be in charge of “Thank you!”
Activity 3: Fish Bowl + Ball Passing

The teacher goes over the numbers,
animal words, and the two key
sentences with the Ss. The Ss are to pick
one and draw (or write, if it’s a number)
it on a small piece of paper to put into
the fish bowl. The teacher has Ss stand
to form a large circle around the room.
A soft ball is first passed around the
room for fun. Then, the student who has
the ball will draw a paper from the fish
bowl! and say the word. They will toss it
to someone else afterwards, and the
game continues. If the student feels

Activity 1: Individual Work

Activity 2

one another. Also, Ss will be asked to
think of the positive effects of helping
out. A discussion will be made in the
next lesson.

Introduction & Motivation

The vocabulary words and key sentences
from Little Red Hen Bakes a Cake are
visually presented on the board.
Activity 1
The teacher reviews the words and
sentences with Ss by having them
repeat, make animal sounds/actions.
The teacher will quickly demonstrate a
few scenarios that call for Ss’ response
of “Let me help you” and “Thank you!”
Activity 2
The teacher and Ss will co-read Little
Hen Bakes a Cake again.
Activity 3
The teacher reminds Ss of the 2 Qs that
were raised at the end of last lesson,
and encourages Ss to share.

Core Lesson

Activity 1

The teacher incorporates the 7 habits
from Leader in Me (LIM) and write them
on separate pieces of poster papers: “Be
proactive,””Begin with the end in
mind,””Put first things first,””Think
win-win.”

Activity 2

The teacher show Ss cards that show
the plot and sentences of Little Red Hen
Bakes a Cake. Then, the teacher
distribute the cards to each small group
and allot time for discussion. The Ss will
then place their assigned plot card
under the corresponding 7-habit poster.
Activity 3

The teacher goes over each poster with
Ss and has everyone practice saying the
vocabulary words and key phrases.

The teacher will also
remind Ss that the self-evaluation charts
are made to help Ss and the teacher
track the Ss’ learning progress. The
teacher will offer more help to Ss who
require more assistance. Lastly, the
teacher will remind students the
importance and benefits of saying “Let
me help you” in daily life, as well as
responding “thank you” when someone
offered a helping hand. The teacher will
encourage Ss to learn to be helpful like
the animals, continue to enjoy learning
English, and to cultivate great leadership
traits.
