Oil paper umbrellas: Oil paper umbrellas play an important role in the
life of the Hakka people. In addition to providing shelter from sun and
rain, they are also a symbol of good fortune.

Whipping top: This special type of folk sport is well preserved in the
town of Daxi in Taoyuan County

Chinese knot: In earlier times, knots were used not only to fasten
objects, but also to record facts. In Chinese culture, they have long
served a decorative function as well.

Glove puppef:

Dough figure: The making of dough figures is a traditional folk art
steeped in Chinese culture. These figures are fashioned from steamed
sticky rice and flour dough, and therefore are also called "rice
sculptures."

Kite: Traditional kites in Taiwan are made of narrow bamboo strips and
cotton paper, which is light, easy to paint, and not so easily damaged as
paper made from wood pulp. Today's kites are mostly made from

plastic textiles or nylon and are durable even in rain.
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
