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% Listening :
a. Letters Pinch:
( Communicative Approach )
Teacher’s preparation: You have to have two
boxes of letter print * and two pairs of chopsticks.
Method : Divide your class into two teams, when
teacher reads the letter , ex: "By » Each student from
the two teams has to rush to the back of the classroom,
and chooses the capital letter” B” , then put it on
the blackboard. The first, the winner.

* Speaking :
b. The bull’s eye :

Teacher’s preparation: You have to
draw a dartboard on the paper. There are two kinds of dartboard~ one 1s the number, the other
1s the movements you want students to do.

Method : Divide your class into two teams. Then show the flashcard to each student from each
team. The first one to say the word (or
make a sentence ) out loud * get
the chance to throw the dart!

( The upper picture shows the movement the student has to do 5
and the lower picture shows the points the student gets—



The more points the team gets, then they will be the
winner! )

* Reading:
c. Act the scene -
( Communicative Approach )

Teacher’s preparation: You have to
divide you class into six teams; then
choose some smart students to read for the
whole class first.

Method : Make the whole class read
the lesson again , then let each team come to
the front to act the scene of the reading as
the other students in the seats read for them.
This can be the first stage of your kids

drama.

* Writing :
d. Drawing game :

Teacher’s preparation: You have to
divide your class into several teams.
As the picture shows, | let the left side
of my class be team A, right side: team B.
Method : When teacher says the words,
two students have to come to the front, draw the picture and write the correct words with the
chalk.
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* Listening :
a. Who is the fast account?
Teacher’s preparation: You have to
prepare two sets of paper money.

Method * Divide the class into six teams.

Give each team the same amount of paper

money. When teacher says the price, then each

team has to take the right amount of money, the
first, the winner!



* Speaking :
b. Iceberg:
Method : The teacher shows the tip of the flashcard, and then students have to guess which

word it 1s.

* Reading (Grammar & sentence patterns )
c. Scrabble tournament :
( Communicative Approach )
Teacher’s preparation: You have to prepare sheets of paper, and cut them into pieces. Then
word by word, you write down the sentences
you want your students to practice.

Method : We have two teams- -boys and girls.

See which team put the whole sentence together

and read the sentence first. The fast, the winner.

* Writing -
d. Writing the abstract of a story -
( Direct method )
Teacher’s preparation: You have
to tell the story first in your classroom before this writing section.

Method: Find the learning sheet on the Internet or make it by yourself, and then tell
the students to write a short summary of the story.
( You may discuss this with your students ;
even you can showcase how to write the
summary on the blackboard to your
students before they do their own writing
tasks. )
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Teacher’s preparation: You have to prepare copies of the story to hand in to your

students.
The first step : You can tell your students to preview the story at home by looking some

new words up in their dictionaries.
The second step : The teacher uses props or any visual aids to tell the story.

The third step :  Discuss the story
You can direct your students in the following three ways -

The last step : Little book production
It depends on your time. You can teach your students how to make a three-page little

book by their own opinion.
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
