Introduction: Discussion
Present the unit topic and engage students in a classroom discussion about pollution. Ask
students to share their experiences with pollution and their concerns. Give groups points for

those students that participate.

Presentation: PPT

Explain the concept of pollution and how it effects our planet. Elaborate on different types of
pollution (air, water, land, noise, and radioactive). Spend some time discussing each type and
have Ss give examples (have students guess types of pollution by showing images). | will also

share my own personal experiences with pollution (moving to Asia and compare the U.S).

Practice: Pictionary

Divide the class into 4 groups. Have 2 teams at the back of the classroom and 2 in front. Will
have 2 stations at the back with the big whiteboards/ markers and the teams in the front will
use the whiteboards next to the T.V. Teams will consist of 6 to 7 students (make sure each
team has 1 to 2 high ability students to help). Each group will elect 1 student to be the artist
and then rotate. Each representative will come and meet me at the center of the room where |
will show them the word (will also have Chinese for lower ability students). After, | will release
them and allow them to start drawing. They can’t use words or utter sounds, if they do they
will be disqualified for that round. First team to guess will get points (reveal answer and a

representative pic after each round).
