The meat industry’s main problem is its reliance on corn to feed animals. In 2016,
corn crops caused most of the 115 million metric tons of nutrient pollution—excess

nitrogen and phosphorus, mostly from fertilizer runoff—~that was released into the
Gulf. Thirty-six percent of those corn crops are used to feed chicken, cows, and pigs,

most of which are eventually eaten by humans. As meat production increases, corn
demand rises, producing more nutrient pollution and a bigger dead zone. The dead
zone s bad for obvious reasons—as a concerned citizen once told Scavia, “8,000
square miles of no oxygen has got to be a bad thing”but it also has consequences for
humans, as it could decimate the Gulf shritnp industry.

Nutrient pollution has caused drinking water problems, too. According to the
Environmental Protection Agency, “more than 100,000 miles of rivers and streams,
close to 2.5 million acres of lakes, reservoirs and ponds, and more than 800 square
miles of bays and estuaries in the United States have poor water quality because of
how muich meat contributes to nutrient
